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Optional procedure for control and calibration of GR and GSR detectors
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In case that a long remote sensor cable is used a GR or GSR detector can be easily calibrated in fresh
air by moving the sensor from the remote socket to the detector’s internal socket. Since the two
sockets have their pins connected in parallel the signal will have approximately same value after the
calibration:

1) GSR: Remove the cap from the remote 2) Remove the sensor from the socket
sensor head. GR: Remove the flare
connector from the pipe

3) Place the sensor in the detector’s internal socket

4) Place the sensor back in the remote sensor head after the calibration.
